Minutes of the 9/8/11 Board Meeting

Meeting was called to order at 5:05 pm in the Macomb City Hall Community Room by president Sara Boeckelman. Present were Christie Davis, Sally Egler, Janna Haworth, Sharon Keeling, Lynne Ruben, Nancy Smith, and Jean Wolf

Janna moved that the Minutes of the June 15th board meeting be accepted as corrected Sally seconded. The motion carried.

Nancy Smith gave the Treasurer’s Report: as of August 31, 2011 the balance was $7,007.22 in checking, CD, and EF.  Interest was $ .31 the month.  We collected $234. for the Pizza Lunch and it cost $184.00. There were corrections made to the Treasurer’s reports from March through July of 2011. The secretary was asked to keep a copy of these changes in a notebook with the minute in addition to the copy kept by the Treasurer. There are 3 new members since the July meeting—They are: Barbara Ashwood-Gegas, Christie Davis, and Alda Godianas.

Old Business:

A membership chairperson for the organization was discussed. Sara Boeckelman agreed to serve in this position. A new membership brochure was discussed. Sally Egler moved that Christie Davis be asked to serve as a member of the board. Janna Haworth seconded and the motion passed unanimously. A discussion was had about setting up a tiered membership system. It was decided that the three categories of membership identified by the National League (Single, Family, and Student Memberships) should all appear on the new brochure. It was suggested that we continue to include the supporting membership for those who want to donate money in addition to their dues.  Christie Davis suggested that anyone who join as a student member be asked to prove that s/he is a student by showing a student ID card.

Dues need to be paid by all before January 2012; cost $50 for a single membership.  Nancy Smith suggested that January 31st be the cut off date for us to carry old members who have not paid their 2012 dues.

Newsletters articles and information need to be sent to Bill Thompson at his email address: wat100.thompson@gmail.com. All president’s messages and article from board members need to be sent to him. It was not determined who is sending out mailings to members who do not have access to the Internet.

We discussed if a listserv or mailing list of 2010-2011League Members was available to the current president. Who had the password and user name to this list? Know one in attendance had the access information for the McDCLWV mailing list.  Lynne Ruben moved that Sara Boeckelman create a new listserv as soon as possible. Janna Hayworth seconded the motion; it passed unanimously.
Sara reported that on September 7th, the Department of Agriculture did not issue a permit to Shamrock Acres CAFO in Eldorado Township.  The DOA has requested more information on odor and run-off control, as well as transportation routes. 

New Business:

Mock Election President for 2012 at WIU; do we want to participate? Dates October 25th and 27th, November 1st and 3rd and Mock Election is on October 7th on Macomb Campus of WIU and October 8th in the Quad Cities. Janna Hayworth moved that the League of Women Voters of McDonough County help with the Mock Election in Macomb. Sally Egler seconded the motion and it passed.
